Minutes of the Video Conference with P.D-IKP urban and  
Municipal Commissioners in the State on 4.8.2010.

At the out set Mission Director, MEPMA explained in brief about the purpose of the video conference and requested the Projected Directors, IKP-Urban and Municipal Commissioners to interact in brief on the agenda communicated to them.

M.D, MEPMA informed that the enrollment for JBY, Building other Construction  workers, Domestic workers and renewal of Dr.YSR ABH have to be taken up in the month of September and October,2010 to cover all the SHG women Members. The Labour department is willing to extend the monetary support to these schemes. The detailed guidelines will be communicated to all the P.Ds in due course.

The awareness to be created for the Minimum wages for the Domestic workers and I.D Cards to be issued to all the Domestic workers in urban areas. The domestic workers, who are not covered in the SHG, have to be organized to bring to the SHG fold.

2. MD MEPMA noted poor performance under USEP for not covering disable groups. She instructed to extend this programme to other groups after the total coverage of disable persons. She reiterated the fact that the disabled quota under USEP should be given higher importance, MD, MEMPA, once again exhorted the respective municipal commissioners to work towards this on a war-footing. She also took note of the fact that virtually nothing has been done in this regard in districts like Adilabad, Ananthapur, East Godavari, Guntur, Krishna, Nalgonda, Kurnool and Nellore. As per the reviews by Project Directors, only 22 disabled persons have been sanctioned in the whole state so far.

3. MD MEPMA also commented on the poor performance in Bank Linkage and less coverage of disability groups. The poor performance in GHMC, Krishna, Karrimnagar and Kurnool  is noted and they were instructed to complete the target by end of this month.  During the conference, MD, MEMPA gave special focus on Bank Linkage and took note of the fact that so far 73 % has been achieved of the total target. Krishna, Nellore and Ranga Reddy district have already reached their targets in this regard.

4 .M.D,MEPMA instructed to identify the beneficiaries under the STEP-UP for the Free training programmes by the L&T at Jedcherala of Mahboobnager district  for Masonry,  bar bending, electrical, carpentry etc. She was also instructed to see the possibility of mobilizing the candidates for jute training conducted by JMDC. She has asked P.Ds to inform if there is any problem in finalization of district selection committee process. This year also there is a plan to link National Council for Vocational Training (NCVT) to the training programmes undertaken by MEMPA.

5. All the   Commissioners were requested to conduct pilot for GIS and Total Station Survey and send it to DTCP for remarks. The GIS work in Kadapa, Nizamabad, Warangal Municipal Corporation and Suryapet Municipality were of good quality and they can continue. The rest of the RAY municipalities should send their GIS, TSS to DTCP for clearance before continuing. 

6. IEC activities on Solid Waste Management: Bobbli municipality has done well under the SWM component.  However, the CDMA took note of some gray areas in SWM and made it categorically clear that the vehicle for garbage disposal should come everyday to collect garbage since in most of the ULBs there are adequate number of garbage transport vehicles. He also directed the concerned MCs to prepare better route map for proper disposal of garbage. The CRP from Kadapa too recounted her experiences and shared her observations. It was also noted that the Tenali town is a zero- garbage town. It has done wonderfully well as far as the segregation of the waste at the Source Point is concerned. 

CDMA also emphasized that the fact first they should finish the construction of Municipal office buildings wherever it has not happened and Municipal  Commissioners shall get council resolution on adoption of Teachers service rules wherever education is under ULBs.. 

The Principal Secretary stressed the need for PPP model, particularly in big municipalities like Hyderabad as per 13th Finance Commission, and observed after the training of CRPs in respective areas higher importance should be given to maintenance of dump-yard. In case of SWM vehicles, she was of the view that it’s better to go for hiring mode instead of buying vehicles and maintaining them. 

Route-map of the vehicles seemed to be the main trouble area for most of the municipalities when it came to SWM. All the Commissioners of the ULBs Shall co-ordinate as per the demand and manage the dumpsites as envisaged in the MSW Rules 2000. M.D.APUFIDC is requested to finalize the templates for development of dumping sites on PPP Model.
